JPAMS has added a feature to enable principals, assistant principals and counselors to have 

access to individual student information in Parent Command Center. This will allow for school 

staff the ability to view the studentôs information as seen by the parent.

A list of students at your school will appear.  

 

Pick the desired student by clicking on the studentôs 

name.  Use the alpha bar to filter the ñpickò list. After 

selecting a student, you will be taken to the selected 

studentôs Parent Command Center.  

Transferred From and Transferred To Field 

 
These fields are mandatory for TPSS even though JPAMS does 

not require it. This should be the name of the school where the stu-

dent transferred from/to. If the student is from out of State or transfer-

ring to another state, then choose the stateôs name from the list. If the 

child is transferring from/to another country, you will have to type the 

countryôs name in. If you cannot find a particular school, call one of 

our staff and we will add it for you.  

 

We are also sending error reports out to allow you to update these 

codes. This is being done so that we will have clean data in JPAMS. Su-

perintendent Kolwe and his staff need this data for decision-making pur-

poses.

Do not use the Entry Code of ñE0 C7 

Gain Entry or Other not meeting any other 

code criteriaò unless you call M.I.S. first. 

This code was once used for Pre-K or Kin-

dergarten students who were entering 

school for the first time but did not start on 

the first day of school.  

 

JPAMS now allows you to place the code of 

E1 on these students.  You will receive a 

warning. Just click OK and you will be al-

lowed to save.  

 

Oct. 5 - All adds and drops for students should be 

up-to-date. 

 

Oct. 6 -  M.I.S. will run the Oct. 1 homeroom 

count verification reports at 8::00 a.m. and reports 

will be sent via  ñBluebird ñ to all schools. 

 

Oct. 9 - All schools should have received their re-

ports. 

 

Oct. 16 - Deadline for schools completing reports 

and placing on ñBluebirdò back to M.I.S. 

 

Oct. 20 - Deadline for reports to be delivered to 

M.I.S.  

 

Oct. 30 - Deadline to make all changes to the State 

Department. Therefore, all above timelines must be 

adhered to. 

The only Pre-K students funded by the M.F.P. are  

Pre-K students receiving Special Education services 

on Oct. 1 and have a current I.E.P. as of Oct. 1.  

 

Special Education Pre-K students that are attending 

Headstart, a day care (pre-school), or served in the 

home should be counted at the home-base school of 

the teacher providing the service.  

 

Second-year seniors can be counted if and only if they 

are enrolled at your school and attending at least one 

class on Oct. 1. Correspondence courses do not count. 

Taking the GEE only does not count.  

  

The studentôs exit date should always be the day after 

their last day in class. Therefore, students that attended 

class on October 1 and  then exits from school should 

be coded with 10/2/09 as their exit date.  

 

Students receiving homebound services should          

be counted at your school.  

 

Walk-in students should be counted at your   

school. A walk-in is a Pre-K student that comes 

to your school just to receive the Special Ed services. 

They may only be coming to your school 2 or 3 times a 

week for 30 minutes or so.         

    

Student must be actively attending school. If a student 

has missed 10 consecutive days and the whereabouts 

of the student is unknown, you must drop that stu-

dent. The exit date would be the day after their last 

day in class.  

 

Students can be counted until the age of 21. As long as 

the student is 21 on the first day of school,  he/she can 

be counted, even if they turn 22 the following day.
