Mrs. Michelle Mount Gifted Education students participated in the annual House of Blues Art 
Show. Their work can be viewed during the month of October in Hammond at the Columbia 
Theatre/Hammond Regional Art Center. 

Handle with Care is a state of the art crisis intervention and restraint training program that 
provides training for individuals who work with students who exhibit out of control behavior or 
may be or may become aggressive or suicidal. HwC's verbal intervention teaches personnel to 
utilize verbal de-escalation in order to avoid a physical intervention whenever possible. The 
physical intervention component of HwC utilizes a safe, powerful and efficient passive restraint 
method that provides control without inflicting pain or injury. Each month, approximately 25 
employees in Tangipahoa Parish, including administrators, disciplinarians, teachers and par­
educators, are trained by Mrs. Debra Mohon, who is a certified HwC instructor. 

The Special Education Department has joined other parishes throughout the state in participating 
in the new, web-based SERlIEP pilot program. All special educators were trained in use of the 
program during the summer and fall of 2007. The program has been implemented district-wide, 
and is free of charge. 

Positive Behavior Support is being implemented district-wide. 

The school psychologists have initiated and begun distributing monthly newsletters to help 
teachers with improving classroom management skills. 

Tangipahoa Parish Special Education Department was one of two in the state selected to the pilot a 
waiver for mandated triennial reevaluations this school year.
